Here’re what these icons mean:
· Single Page: Displays one full page at a time; other pages are hidden.

· Continuous: Shows single pages vertically in a continuous scroll.

· Facing: Displays two pages side by side at once; other pages are hidden.

· Continuous Facing: Shows two-page spreads vertically in a continuous scroll.
