How to create bookmarks from headings in a PDF?

Today, we’re going to share a smarter hack: auto‑creating bookmarks using font properties. This feature is a total lifesaver for large documents, letting you quickly bookmark headings or any text with specific keywords. Let’s dive in!

· Open your PDF in Foxit PDF Editor. Go to Edit > Auto Create Bookmarks. A settings window will pop up.
· Choose the text style you want to turn into bookmarks and click Add.
· In the new window, set your bookmark level, check Open settings to edit level parameters, then click OK.
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· You’ll now see the Bookmark Level Settings panel, where you can adjust search rules and text properties (like font and size).
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Once you click OK, you’ll go back to the Auto Create Bookmarks window. You can preview, edit, or delete bookmarks on the right. 
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When everything looks good, click OK. The program will automatically detect text with your chosen font and size and turn it into bookmark titles.
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If you want to bookmark specific keywords instead, just type your target text in the Bookmark Level Settings box, hit OK, and bookmarks will be created for that exact phrase.
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If you need more bookmark levels, simply repeat the steps above. 
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You can also set page ranges and extra options in the main Auto Create Bookmarks window.

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Indefinite article (a/an)

If the noun is singular and countable, and this is the first time you have mentioned it, then you will
usually need the indefinite article:

Foxit PDF Editor x
ek

", an uncle, an hour
00l, a university

If your reader or listener understands what you are referring to, then you will usually need the
definite article:
| bought a book last week. The book is about trees.
(You have just mentioned the book, so you both know which one.)
We went to a wedding yesterday. The bride wore a lovely dress.
(You have not mentioned the bride before, but you both know she is connected to
the wedding.)

Some things are taken to be common knowledge in English and therefore take the definite article:
Decades — He was born in the 1920s.
Currencies —The dollar is getting stronger against the pound.
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Introduction

It is often difficult to decide whether an English noun needs an article before it, and, if so, which
article (a/an/the) to use. The main things to consider when choosing an article are whether or not

the noun is countable, and whether it is definite. Countabi

means

that the noun can be made

plural, e.g. book/books. This is something you can check in a learner’s dictionary of English.
Whether a noun is definite or indefinite depends on whether you and your reader or listener both
know what you are referring to. The following pages give you some guidelines on what makes a
noun countable and/or definite. Much of the information is based on the work of Master (1986) and
